Both have the same sprawling, open-
beam, cantilevered roof with massive, exposed, Redwood beams 
and walls of windows to breathtaking, but soothing Big Sur River 
Valley views. Casa Lauria is possibly Big Sur’s most stunning ex-
ample of indigenous architecture.
